Prologue

Scene – Breakfast room. Darrin, Samantha, Tabitha, and Adam are seated at the table eating breakfast. Darrin is reading the newspaper.

Samantha: It’s Saturday again. Does the paper mention if there’s a  sale going on at Macy’s

Darrin: Not that I’ve seen.

Samantha: I was planning to do some shopping today, unless you plan to go play golf.

Darrin: I haven’t any plans. I was hoping to stay home with you for a change.

Samantha: Oh, well! I guess we’ll just stay home and have a normal, ordinary day!

Darrin: Since WHEN have we EVER had a NORMAL, ORDINARY day around here?

Samantha: Well, let’s see now… I guess, now that you bring it up… Come to think about it, we never HAVE had a NORMAL day. In fact, when it comes right down to it, a NORMAL day would be rather BORING!

Darrin: Yes, I guess a NORMAL day is out of the question! Maybe, I WILL go play golf!

Samantha: Now, Darrin! (pause) I’ll get that!

Samantha gets up from her chair and goes into the kitchen. The phone starts ringing. Darrin looks puzzled. Samantha walks over to the phone and answers it.

Samantha: Hello?… (pause)… Oh, HI, Mrs. Stephens!

Darrin: Is that for ME?

Darrin gets up and walks into the kitchen.

Scene – kitchen.

Samantha: When?… (pause)… TODAY???…

Darrin: Let me talk to her!

Samantha: Well, I’ll tell him! Bye-Bye! (Hangs up).

Darrin: Let me guess! That WASN’T who I thought it was!

Samantha: It was your MOTHER. She has invited us to lunch at her place. In fact, she INSISTS!

Darrin: Well, so much for playing golf! Let’s get ready! She’ll expect us there in an hour.

Scene – breakfast room.

Tabitha: Where are we GOING?

Tabitha helps Adam out of his chair, and they both go into the kitchen.

Scene – kitchen.

Samantha: We’re going to visit Grandma Stephens!

Tabitha: Then can we go visit Grandma Endora after that?

Samantha: Maybe some other time!

Endora pops in.

Endora: Samantha, I FORBID it!

Darrin: Endora, when did YOU swoop in?

Endora: You got away with MARRYING this… good-for-nothing… MORTAL, but I won’t just stand by and WATCH you getting involved with his MORTAL family! In fact, I HEARD my granddaughter calling for me! Tabitha! Grandma-ma is here for you, darling!

Tabitha: Oh, GOODY!!!

Adam claps his hands.

Samantha: Well, that settles it! Endora, how would you like to baby-sit Tabitha and Adam?

Endora: I’d be DELIGHTED! Just say WHEN, and I’m ready!

Darrin: Well, come to think of it, maybe the kids SHOULD stay home. I’d be afraid that Tabitha might do a “no-no” in front of my parents… And who knows what Adam might SAY in front of them.

Samantha: You’re right! He doesn’t say much, but if Mrs. Stephens starts asking questions, he might say something he shouldn’t!

Endora: Alright… but Samantha, YOU”RE staying here, too!

Samantha: Now mother, I’m going to have lunch with Darrin’s family, and that’s THAT!

Darrin and Samantha exit up the stairs.

Endora: (Aside) That’s THAT, you say? That’s what YOU think!!!

(Fade to opening theme…)

Act 1

Scene – service station. The Stephen’s car is parked beside the fuel pump with the hood up. The pump hose and nozzle is inserted into the fuel tank opening on the car. The numbers on the pump increment as a bell rings periodically. The mechanic is looking under the hood. Darrin and Samantha sit in the front seat. The mechanic closes the hood, walks over to the driver’s side, and begins wiping the windshield.

Mechanic: Well, everything looks good under the hood! Your tires are OK, and when the tank’s full, you’ll be good to go.

The mechanic finishes wiping the windshield. The fuel pump stops pumping. The mechanic replaces the nozzle and hose, closes the fuel cap, and walks over to where Darrin is sitting.

Darrin: (reaching for his wallet) How much does that come to?

Mechanic: That will be $6.50 total.

Darrin: $6.50??? Boy! Fuel prices are sure going up! At this rate, it will soon be over a dollar a gallon!

Darrin hands the mechanic his credit card.

Mechanic: Oh, HORSE FEATHERS!! That’s what the DOOMSDAY FANATICS are all predicting! It will NEVER HAPPEN!

(fade to…)

Scene – dirt road. The Stephen’s car passes by. Darrin is driving. Samantha is beside him, singing…

Samantha: O-ver the  ri-ver and through the woods to Grand-mo-ther’s house we go!

Scene – top of Stephen’s garage. Endora is standing next to the parapet, wearing a long, green and purple gown. She gestures with her hands as she incants…

Endora: No daughter of MINE will wine and dine with mortal in-laws! Samantha, this is for your OWN GOOD! … Methane! Propane! Butane! OCTANE! What makes you go will be in VAIN!

Scene – dirt road. The Stephen’s car approaches, chugging slowly, and finally stalls dead in the road. Darrin turns the key. The starter cranks, but the engine won’t start up. Darrin tries again.

Samantha: NOW what?

Darrin: I don’t know! The car won’t start! Let me check the hood!

Darrin gets out, and raises the hood.

Darrin: Everything looks OK, here!

Samantha: Is this needle supposed to point towards “E”?

Darrin: WHAT? I just had this car FILLED UP! (walks around to the back of the car) The cap is on tight… There’s no leak… (walks around to left side of car and looks in window.) Yep, it’s EMPTY, all right.

Scene – top of garage. Endora continues to incant.

Endora: One down, three to go! Water! Air! Earth! And FIRE! The LATTER is gone, and now the TIRE!

Scene – dirt road. Darrin is looking under the hood of the car. Samantha sits inside. Suddenly, one of the tires starts blowing air and goes flat. The other tires follow in turn. Samantha gets out of the car and closes the door.

Samantha: Oh my STARS! What happened?

Darrin: Now the TIRES are all FLAT!

Scene – top of garage. Endora continues to incant.

Endora: No more FIRE! No More AIR! And NOW for some WATER! Fair is FAIR!

Scene – dirt road. Samantha and Darrin are outside the locked car. Darrin is looking under the hood. Suddenly, the radiator spews out steam. Darrin yells, and backs away.

Darrin: What else could happen?

Samantha: Well, look at the bright side! At least the weather forecast calls for “CLEAR SKIES” all day. See? Not a cloud in the sky! (looks up).

Darrin: (looking up) When the weatherman predicts “CLEAR SKIES”, just how many “SKIES” is he talking about? (looks at Samantha)

Samantha: Well? Just how many “skies” ARE THERE? (Looking at Darrin).

Suddenly, the sun stops shining, and it begins to pour down rain. Darrin and Samantha try to open the car doors, but they are locked.

Darrin: Oh, no! the KEYS are locked in the car!!!

Samantha: (looking around) Oh, look! There’s an old abandoned shack!

Darrin and Samantha run toward an old abandoned two-story shack next to the road. Some of the exterior walls are missing, but most of the framework is intact.

Scene – inside shack.

Darrin. It isn’t much, but at least we can stay dry and wait.

Samantha: I bet your folks are getting worried about us!

Darrin: Knowing my mother, I’m sure they are!

Samantha: It sure is DARK and SPOOKY in here! I’ll go look around for some food, water, and maybe a telephone.

Darrin: You go right ahead! I doubt if you find anything! I think this is some kind of BARN.

Scene – top of garage. Endora is still Incanting.

Endora: Fire, Air, Water, gone one, two, three. Now, Mother Earth, what can we do to THEE?

Scene – inside shack. Samantha passes by a door. There are side-windows on either side, covered by white curtains. She peeks through one of the curtains for a minute.

Samantha: (aside) Boy, it’s raining really hard!

Samantha then turns around, snaps her fingers and pops out.

Scene – Stephen’s foyer. Samantha pops in next to the front door. She looks around.

Samantha: MOTHER!!! I know you’re IN HERE!

Endora pops in behind Samantha. Samantha is startled, and turns around.

Samantha: Ok, mother, OUT WITH IT!

Endora: Out with WHAT?

Samantha: Don’t play games! I know you tampered with our car, and with the weather!

Endora: What WEATHER? There’s not a CLOUD IN THE SKY! I was just out on the deck catching a breath of fresh air!

Samantha peeks through the small window next to the front door.

Samantha: It was just raining a few minutes ago! Now the sun is shining again!

Endora: It hasn’t been raining! See? The sidewalk is dry! At least you’re HOME now, where you BELONG!

Samantha: I’m home? What about DARRIN?

Endora: Who?

Samantha: DARRIN! My HUSBAND! He’s STRANDED out in the middle of NOWHERE!!! And Darrin’s parents are WAITING for us! Now UNHEX that SPELL!

Endora: I will NOT! I won’t let you go to that mortal’s parent’s house!

Samantha: Now mother, that ISN’T FAIR! You UNHEX that car, THIS MINUTE!

Endora: Only under ONE condition!

Samantha: What’s that? (aside) I’m afraid to ask…

Endora: You want FAIR? I’ll let you two go to HIS mother’s house for LUNCH, if you two promise to come to MY house for DINNER!

Samantha: It’s a DEAL! Tonight at your place!

Endora: Good! Now, let me see…. WATER, EARTH, FIRE, and AIR, as you WERE, now FAIR is FAIR! There! It’s DONE!

Endora pops out. Samantha snaps her fingers and pops out.

Scene – inside shack. Samantha steps away from the door, turns around, and goes into the adjacent room.

Scene – other room inside shack. Darrin is sitting on the edge of a platform shivering. Samantha enters.

Darrin: Did you find a phone?

Samantha: No, but I think I’ve done better than that!

Darrin: What’s that?

Samantha: I went and had a talk with my mother!

Darrin: Your MOTHER?

Samantha: Yes! She’s responsible for all this mess. But she and I finally reached an agreement!

Darrin: What kind of AGREEMENT?

Samantha: She’ll let us go to YOUR mother’s house for lunch, if we’ll agree to go to MY mother’s house for DINNER! It’s only FAIR!

Darrin: HER HOUSE??? (looking puzzled)

Samantha: Yes! That’s all there is to it.

Darrin: You’ve got to be KIDDING!!! But if it will keep peace in the family… I’ll go!

Samantha: I’m glad you agreed! Look!!! (pointing) the sun is shining!

Scene: other side of room. The view through the missing wall reveals the Stephen’s car sitting in the dirt road. The sun is shining.

Scene – outside of shack. Darrin and Samantha come out of the shack and walk toward the car. Darrin opens the hood.

Samantha: Well, what do you know! The tires are full of air!

Darrin: The radiators full of water.

Darrin opens the passenger door and Samantha gets in. Darrin closes the door. Then he walks around to the other side, opens the door, gets in, closes the door, and starts the car. He looks at the gauge.

Darrin: Look! The needle says “Full”!

They drive off.

(fade to…)

Scene – Living room, Darrin’s Parents house. Frank opens the front door. Darrin and Samantha walk in.

Frank: Darrin! I’m glad you were able to make it! Mother was in there worried sick about you! Come on in! We’ve been keeping dinner warm for you!

Darrin: Sorry we’re late! We had a little bit of … car trouble!

Frank: Well, I know a good mechanic… He’s a bit eccentric, but he sure knows cars!

Darrin: Well, it was just a “minor repair”… So simple, Samantha was able to fix it herself!

Phyllis enters from kitchen.

Phyllis: Is that YOU, Darrin?

Darrin: Hello, Mother! You’re looking good today!

Phyllis: You’re just saying that! I’m a nervous wreck! I was about to give up on you too!

Darrin: Well, Sorry, mom! We… ran into a little weather on the way here!

Phyllis: Darrin, I ought to take you over my knee! You know good and well it’s been sunny all morning! Not a cloud in the sky! And I’ve been keeping your lunch warm all morning. Now it’s getting late, and I was just about to go lie down.

Scene – dining room, Darrin’s parent’s house. Frank, Phyllis, Darrin, and Samantha are seated at the table, eating lunch.

Samantha: This oyster stew is GOOD, Mrs. Stephens!

Phyllis: It SHOULD be, I BOUGHT it MYSELF! It’s Darrin’s FAVORITE DISH, you know!

Samantha: Darrin, I didn’t know this was your FAVORITE DISH!

Phyllis: Well, Samantha, you should pay more attention to Darrin’s needs! It’s a good thing you DID come over, Darrin! I’ve been worried about you ever since…

Darrin: MOTHER! Samantha knows I have MANY favorite dishes! And she’s a great cook, and I enjoy just about everything she fixes!

Phyllis: You don’t like my stew, do you?

Darrin: Of course I do! It’s delicious!

Phyllis: Samantha? Where are the children?

Samantha: Oh, they’re at home! They’re at that “fussy” age, so I just left them home.

Phyllis: You just don’t want them to see their grandma! You think I’m getting old and senile!

Samantha: Oh, you’re not old and senile! I’ll let you visit them next time you’re over!

Phyllis: I bet they’re at home by themselves! Those poor children!

Samantha: Oh I’ve got their grandmother looking after them!

Phyllis: Well, good! At least they’re not alone… WHAT??? I’M their GRANDMOTHER!

Samantha: Well, they have TWO grandmothers! You’ve met my mother before!

Phyllis: Yes, I know! You let their OTHER grandmother visit them all the time! But you won’t let THIS grandmother see them at all!

Frank: Phyllis, for goodness sakes! Hush up!

Phyllis gets up from the table.

Phyllis: Frank! I’m getting a sick headache! I think I’ll go lie down! Where are my tranquillizers?

Phyllis exits. Darrin gets up from the table.

Darrin: Mother, you want me to come upstairs with you?

Frank: No, just leave her alone! She just needs some rest! She hasn’t been feeling good lately! Sometimes I worry about her…

Darin: Well, I guess we need to get going. We have been out too long!

Samantha: And Tell Mrs. Stephens how much I liked her oyster stew! I must get her recipe!

Frank opens the pantry door next to the kitchen, and takes out two cans.

Frank: Here! I’ll give you a couple of cans. They have them at the supermarket. You just add a cup of water and heat it up.

Samantha: I’ll sure try it! Tell Mrs. Stephens I hope she feels better! And thanks a lot!

Darrin and Samantha exit into the living room.

(fade…)

Act 2

Scene – Foyer, Darrin and Samantha’s house. Darrin and Samantha are coming down the stairs.

Darrin: I hope our car can make it to your mother’s house, after the trouble we had on the way to MY mother’s house this morning!

Samantha: Don’t worry! I’m sure there’s really nothing wrong with the car! (gives a hand gesture) Witch’s Honor!

Darrin: WITCH’S HONOR???

Samantha: Sorry, hee! hee! I just got carried away!

Darrin opens the hall closet and puts on his coat and hat.

Darrin: Am I driving, or are you? After all, YOU know the way to you’re mother’s house! I’ve never driven there before!

Darrin opens the front door.

Samantha: Hmmm… come to think of it… neither have I!!!… I’m not even sure you can GET there from HERE!… Without… YOU KNOW!!!

Darrin: (puzzled) You have GOT to be KIDDING!!!

Samantha: I’m afraid I’m not!

Darrin closes the front door.

Darrin: Sam, when YOU go to you’re mother’s house, how do you normally get there?

Samantha: Well, FIRST, I do THIS!

Samantha snaps her fingers and pops out.

Darrin: SAM? Where ARE YOU??? SAM???

Samantha pops back in.

Samantha: Like THAT! Now do you think you can remember all of that?

Darrin: Remember ALL WHAT? All you did is pop out, and pop back in!

Samantha: You mean you couldn’t SEE or HEAR me the whole time?

Darrin: No, Sam! You were just GONE!

Samantha: Well, how about this…

Samantha pops out. A few seconds later, she pops back in.

Samantha: Darrin? I just Asked, “Can you see me NOW?” and you didn’t answer!

Darrin: I didn’t HEAR you say anything!

Samantha: How far into the other dimension can you SEE?

Darrin: What OTHER DIMENSION?

Samantha: What OTHER DIMENSION? You can’t SEE the OTHER DIMENSION? Hmmm. Well, you don’t know what you’re MISSING!

Darrin: Samantha! Will you quit playing games and contact the baby sitter?

Samantha: (shouting) YOO-HOO! ESMERALDA!!!

Esmeralda fades partially into view.

Esmeralda: Hello, Samantha… Is… HE here!

Samantha: Yes, Darrin is here, but he won’t bite! We were just leaving! Are you available to baby sit?

Esmeralda: Yes.

Esmeralda becomes fully visible.

Esmeralda: Hello, Darrin!

Darrin: Esmeralda, it’s so NICE to see you! You look LOVELY this evening!

Esmeralda fades out.

Darrin: How does she DO that?

Samantha: Yes! How DO you do that so gracefully?

Esmeralda fades back in full view.

Esmeralda: Dr. Bombay explains to me that some witches and warlocks are better at POPPING; some are better at FADING; and some prefer to pass through a solid barrier, such as a wall. But that only works if the structure is duplicated in both realms in question.

Darrin: Other realm???

Samantha: Yes! You see, all mortals like yourself are unable to leave the MORTAL realm and  travel into the other dimensions.

Darrin: But HOW am I to get your MOTHER’S house? Isn’t it in the OTHER REALM?

Samantha: There are actually SEVERAL realms! And SOME of them are “off-limits” to witches and warlocks. But there MIGHT be a way I can HELP you get to Mother’s house.

Darrin: She actually lives in a HOUSE? I always thought she lived somewhere on CLOUD NINE!

Samantha: She actually lives in a REAL HOUSE like WE do…. But she DOES have membership access rights to Cloud Nine!

Darrin: Esmeralda, I take it your preferred method of… inter-dimensional… trans-location is by the FADING method?

Esmeralda: You pronounce it better than I can! I thought only Dr. Bombay used such technical terms! Actually, I have difficulty with ALL modes of inter-dimensional trans-location. That’s why Dr. Bombay gives me these pills to help me control it better.

Esmeralda retrieves a bottle of pills from her pocket.

Samantha: Hmmm…Let me see those!

Esmeralda hands the bottle of pills to Samantha.

Samantha: (Reading label) Take one every four hours as needed for trans-dimensional manipulation and meta-stability. Hmmm. I wonder how they would work for mortals?

Esmeralda: I’m not sure… Perhaps they might help! Don’t tell Dr. Bombay, but you’re welcome to try one!

Samantha: Darrin! Go ahead. Try one!

Samantha zaps up a glass of water, and hands it to Darrin.

Esmeralda: There are no known side effects in witches or warlocks! I guess it’s safe for mortals!

Darrin takes bottle from Samantha, opens the lid, takes a pill, and drinks the water, closes the bottle, and hands it back to Samantha. Samantha and Esmeralda watch Darrin intently.

Darrin: So far, I don’t feel anything.

Darrin begins to fade.

Darrin: I’m beginning to Hallucinate! I’m seeing things! What’s all this FOG? What are all those strange looking trees?

Samantha: You’re not hallucination! Those things are in the other realm! Darrin, it’s WORKING! Take my hand! I’ll help you find the way! Esmeralda, Thanks! (looks at her watch) It’s 7:00! It’s time to go. We’ll be back later this evening!

Darrin and Samantha fade out of view.

Scene: Front yard, other realm. Darrin and Samantha fade into view. The Stephen’s house is behind them, with a glowing fog covering the ground. Colorful lights illuminate the fog, and several colored glowing lights are suspended in the air. Strange animal sounds echo through the air.

Darrin: Samantha! Where in blazes ARE we?

Samantha: Well, actually, we’re not in Blazes. That’s somewhere else! We’re in the Witch’s Continuum. 

Darrin: Isn’t that OUR house?

Samantha: Well, it’s a DUPLICATE structure. It’s not a complete house! Portions of the house structure were replicated in both realms to provide easy access between realms. A LOT of material structures appear in both realms, including houses. Come with me!

Samantha leads Darrin by the hand into the darkness away from the house.

Scene -- Pool, filled with glowing water, covered with fog. Darrin and Samantha walk up to it and look in.

Samantha: This is the Pool of Bethesda. There once was a duplicate of this pool in the mortal regions, but it’s no longer in use, now that we have modern medicine! Legend has it, that an angel would stir the waters, and a mortal would enter the pool and be cured of whatever ails him.

 Scene – fountain, filled with glowing water covered with fog. Darrin approach and look in.

Samantha: This is the Fountain of Youth…

Darrin: So… If I take a drink, I live forever?

Samantha: Don’t you DARE! You’ll DIE! If a mortal drinks UNWORTHILY, HE will bring an ETERNAL CURSE upon himself. The waters should ONLY be drunk from the Holy Grail.

Darrin: Where is THAT?

Samantha: It’s been lost for centuries, somewhere in the mortal regions.

Scene – rock formation. Glowing water flows from the rocks into a pond of fog below. Samantha and Darrin stand by the edge of the pond.

Samantha: Rivers of Living Water flow into the pond. No one has been able to cross the pond to get to the water. Any attempt would be FATAL.

Darrin: How deep is the pond?

Samantha: That’s actually a mirage! I bet you’ve never actually seen one up close, before! You step into THAT, and you sink to your death! Actually, there’s a force field around it to prevent that from happening. There’s one at the Fountain of Youth, too.

Scene – fork in road. Darrin and Samantha approach the point where the road forks two ways off into the distance. A sign by the road says “WIT’S END”. A sign by each road points “One Way”. Another beneath each of those reads “Dead End”.

Samantha: Here we are at Wit’s End. As you see, the road forks. One road leads to Eden, while the other one leads to Tartarus. Both places are off-limits to mortals.

Darrin: Which one leads to your MOTHER’S house?

Samantha: Neither one! At this point, we need to make a dimensional exchange. Here, take my hand!

Darrin takes Samantha’s hand. They both fade to invisible.

Scene – crossroads. Darrin and Samantha appear next to an intersection with roads leading in several directions. The ground next to the roads is covered with a glowing fog. The atmospheric color scheme is different than before, and so are the many bizarre sounds heard in the distance.

Darrin: Whoa! That was SCARY! What happened?

Samantha: In mortal terms, it’s similar to “turning a corner”. Only it’s a little bit more complicated than that! Now, we take THIS road to Mother’s house. (pointing down one of the roads.

Samantha and Darrin leave down one of the roads.

Scene – front of Endora’s house. Darrin and Samantha stand before a large two-and-a-half story house. The upper story had five identical windows, evenly spaced. The lower story is similar, with four such windows and the front door in the center. The roof has three evenly spaced dormer windows on it. A covered walkway leads up to the front steps. Samantha pushes the doorbell. A large cathedral pipe organ plays the first few notes of Bach’s Toccata in D minor. The door squeaks open slowly, and a loud deep voice echoes from inside…

Voice: Come in, Princess! Come in, MORTAL!!!

Darrin: Sam, I don’t like the sound of this AT ALL! Let’s go back home!

Samantha: Oh, Darrin! That’s just IGOR, the family butler! He’s nice once you get USED to him! He’s been our family butler for CENTURIES!

Darrin and Samantha walk in through the door.

Scene – hallway. Darrin and Samantha enter into a long dark hallway. The door slams shut behind them with a loud BANG! Darrin is startled and turns around and looks.

Samantha: I’ll have to remind Mother to get the front door fixed. It’s done that for the last couple of centuries.

Darrin: Sam, I don’t know about this!

Samantha: Oh there’s nothing to be alarmed about! Just come with me!

Samantha leads Darrin down the long dark hallway. They eventually reach a curtain at the other end. Samantha divides the curtain, and they walk through.

Scene – Endora’s Den. Samantha enters through a curtain in the back, and Darrin follows her into the room. Endora is sitting on a pillow suspended in the air, smoking a hookah. Two servants wave large feather fans toward Endora. Another servant the end of the room is stirring a black cauldron. In one hand he holds a brown book. The gold lettering on the book spells “MacBeth”. A long table sits in the middle of the room, with places set for several people.

Endora: Hello, Samantha! Welcome home! (Pause, in a lower voice) You too, Dobbin! (to servant) Prepare a place at the table for our… mortal guest!

Servant: Yes, Madam!

A servant walks up to the end of the table, and waves his hand. A place setting appears on the table, similar to the other place settings.

Endora: Please seat yourselves! Dinner will be ready in an instant.

Darrin and Samantha walk over to the table and sit down. The servant beside the cauldron closes the book, and it vanishes from his hand. Then a gong appears, which he strikes with a mallet.

Endora: Dinner is READY!

Suddenly, a small black cauldron appears at each place at the table. Endora’s hookah vanishes. Then her seat pillow lowers her to the head of the table until she is seated behind it.

Endora: You may begin!

Samantha: Boy, does that smell good!

Samantha picks up a spoon, dips it in her cauldron, tastes it, and smiles.

Samantha: Mother, it’s my FAVORITE! Shakespearian goulash! Try it, Darrin! You’ll love it!

Darrin: What’s IN this stuff?

Samantha: The usual ingredients! Mostly, to give it flavor! You know, eye of newt, and so forth!

Darrin: What does this magic potion DO?

Samantha: It’s not a MAGIC POTION! It’s DINNER! I eat it all the time! Try it! It’s delicious!

Darrin: What will it do to MORTALS?

Samantha: Probably nothing! Go ahead! Mother insists!

Darrin picks up his spoon, dips it into his cauldron, and smells it.

Endora: Oh, Go ahead, Darwood! It won’t BITE!

Darrin sips the spoon, waits a second, and then eats the rest of the spoonful.

Darrin: Not bad, for a witch’s brew!

Endora: Samantha! Where are the children?

Samantha: I’ve left them at home with Esmeralda. I don’t think they’re quite ready for trans-dimensional travel yet. Maybe one day!

Darrin: I don’t think I’M ready for it, either!

They continue eating for a while. Darrin looks at his watch.

Darrin: My watch has stopped! Sam, what time do you have?

Samantha: Oh, your watch hasn’t stopped! It only shows MORTAL TIME! According to MINE…

Samantha looks at her watch.

Samantha: The time coordinates HERE are… 32:24:07 Northwest, by 53:08:16 North, by 62:73:28 East.

Darrin: Huh?

Samantha: well, you see, time HERE is multi-dimensional, so you have to specify ALL the coordinates… UH- OH!!!

Samantha’s face turns purple.

Darrin: SAM? Are you ALL RIGHT?

Samantha’s face turns green. She gets up from her table:

Samantha: Excuse me! WHOA!!!

Samantha gets up from the table and staggers about the room, as she tries to make it toward the curtain. Darrin gets up and follows her. He catches her in his arms as she starts to collapse.

Endora puts down her spoon, and looks at her cauldron. Then she shouts to her servants.

Endora: OH, NO! I hope you didn’t mixed OYSTERS in with the EYE OF NEWT!

Servant: No, your majesty! I mixed the ingredients EXACTLY as Sir William showed me PERSONALLY. In fact, we are fresh out of oysters. Anyway!

Endora: Well, those are the SAME exact SYMPTOMS of mixing eye of newt with oysters!

Darrin: Wait a MINUTE! MY mother served OYSTER STEW, earlier today! Could that have caused these symptoms?

Endora: That’s IT!!! She should have WAITED ONE LUNAR DAY, after eating the oysters, before eating the goulash!

Darrin: So what’s the ANTEDOTE? CALLING DR. BOMBAY!!! CALLING DR. BOMBAY!!!

Endora bursts out laughing.

Endora: (aside) Mortals are so naïve! (To Darrin) YOU can’t PAGE him!!! You’re only MORTAL!!! Besides it’s not necessary! She’ll feel better in a few minutes!

Darrin: In the mean time, what’s going to happen to ME? I had the SAME THING! Besides, how am I going to get back HOME? And HOW am I going to get HER home?

Endora: I doubt if it will affect MORTALS!

Samantha comes to.

Samantha: What HAPPENED?

Darrin: You mixed EYE OF NEWT with OYSTERS!

Samantha: I did? …. Of COURSE!!! The OYSTER STEW!!!

Darrin: How are you FEELING?

Samantha: Much better… YES!!! I’m OK now!

Samantha stands up.

Samantha: Boy! I won’t ever do THAT again! Darrin! You want the REST of my DINNER?

Darrin: In case you’ve forgotten, I had the oyster stew, TOO!

Samantha: But YOU’RE MORTAL! It won’t affect YOU at ALL!

Darrin fades out, and then fades back in.

Samantha: DARRIN? Don’t LEAVE NOW?

Darrin: I’m not going anywhere!

Darrin fades halfway. Then he returns to normal from the waist up, but his legs vanish.

Samantha: Darrin? What’s HAPPENING to you?

Darrin: I don’t know!!! All of a sudden I feel strange, and the room keeps fading in and out!

Samantha: I thought mixing eye of newt with oysters doesn’t affect mortals!

Endora: It doesn’t! It looks like he’s having a reaction to SOMETHING ELSE!

Samantha: Mother, Did you put a HEX on him?

Endora: Of course not! (hand gesture) Witch’s honor! This is definitely a bad reaction to something he ate or drank!

Samantha: Well, let’s see… The Shakespearian goulash…

Endora: Nope! Just the standard ingredients.

Samantha: Oyster stew…

Endora: Made by MORTALS? I doubt if he’d react to THAT!

Samantha: Then… What else is there? … Darrin, Wait here!

Darrin: Sam! Don’t leave me HERE with HER!!!

Samantha pops out.

Scene – nursery. Esmeralda is tucking Adam into bed. Samantha pops in beside her.

Esmeralda: Hello, Samantha: Where’s your husband?

Samantha: Something terrible is happening! He seems to be having a reaction to those pills!

Esmeralda: What kind of reaction?

Samantha: He just suddenly started fading in and out! Sometimes his head; sometimes his feet!

Esmeralda: Sounds like those pills are wearing off! They don’t last very long! Here! Give him one more, and bring him home as fast as possible!

Esmeralda opens her bottle of pills, and gives a pill to Samantha:

Samantha: Thanks! Bye, Bye!

Samantha pops out!

Scene – Endora’s Den. Darrin continues fading in and out at random. Sometimes he appears upside down. Sometimes he appears backwards. Sometimes he appears sideways. Samantha pops in next to him.

Samantha: Here Darrin! Take this pill!

Samantha holds out the pill in one hand, and a glass of water in another. Darrin attempts to reach for it, but misses. Samantha moves her hand over a little bit, and then lowers the glass of water a few inches.

Darrin: Sam…. Will you… hold still… so I can… reach it?

Samantha: I’m TRYING, but you keep popping in and out! Wait a minute! I’ll try to catch up with you!

Samantha begins popping in and out like Darrin. Darrin appears momentarily, drinking the glass of water. Then he vanishes. Samantha appears, but without the glass. Then she vanishes. Then they both pop in together.

Darrin: Whoa! I feel dizzy after all that!

Samantha: I feel dizzy trying to catch up with you!

Darrin: Now LET’s GO HOME!!!

Endora: What was THAT all about?

Samantha: Darrin forgot to take his medication! That’s all!

Endora: What kind of an ILLNESS would a MORTAL have that would cause THOSE SYMPTOMS?

Samantha: Well, he WOULDN’T have THOSE symptoms in the MORTAL realm where he BELONGS! He’d only have MORTAL symptoms, Mother!

Endora: Well! I NEVER will understand MORTALS! 

Samantha: I better get him home! He isn’t feeling well!

Endora: Well, I hope he gets better SOON! Obviously he’s got to earn some MORTAL MONEY doing …whatever it is he does… so he can FEED my GRANDCHILDREN!

Samantha: Well, bye, bye, Mother! Darrin, I know a shortcut back to the house!

Samantha takes Darrin’s hand and they pop out.

(fade out…)

Epilogue

Scene – Tabitha’s bedroom. Tabitha is sitting up in bed. Esmeralda is reading a storybook to her. Darrin and Samantha pop in, holding hands. Darrin looks tired.

Esmeralda: Hello, Samantha! Hello, Darrin! I see you made it home!

Darrin: Esmeralda, you don’t know how glad I am to see you!

Esmeralda: Oh, Dear! (Fades out).

Samantha: Now, Esmeralda! What’s the matter?

Esmeralda fades in.

Esmeralda: I’m afraid I ran out of my pills!

Samantha: I can go out and get you some more, after I see that Darrin gets settled down for the night.

Darrin: Samantha, I love you very much! However, if you don’t mind, I’m going home to Mother’s! I’ve got a sick headache!

Darrin pops out.

Samantha: DARRIN!!! You can’t get to your mother’s THAT WAY!

Audio – sound of a car. Samantha looks out the window.

Samantha: He’s backing the car out of the driveway! I guess he can drive to his mother’s. I HOPE he makes it there all right!

Esmeralda: What do you mean?

Samantha: It’s an hour’s drive to his mother’s house. What if that pill wears off BEFORE then? Or what if they wear off AFTER he gets there?

Esmeralda: As long as he remains in THIS realm, then nothing will happen!

Samantha: How do you know that?

Esmeralda: They tested the pills on mortal guinea pigs.

Samantha: Well, I did learn ONE lesson!

Esmeralda: What’s that? 
Samantha: Never eat eye of newt and oysters in the same lunar day….

(fade out…)
